The poor negro was the pawn in this
H‘ij.::l.tlttl_‘ !itrl,.lh'i.:il,' for his frecdom, snd
being illiterate he was taken advantage
of by some of those who were his mast-
ers, a3 well as by some who made the
pretense of helping the cavse of free-
dom. An Act of 1868 finally aholished all
glavery and gave the negro of the South
the franchise. Since then, problems due
to the racial differences betwoeen whites
and blacks have eaused many rifts
However, their differences are being
ironed out, and it i3 apparent that in
the near Toture all the difficulties that
have arisen due to the Black Populntion
will b removed from Americh.
